1. Webinar-Smoking in Movies: One Cause of Adolescent Smoking and What We are Doing About It October 19, 2011 from 3:30 - 4:30 PM CST.  Many studies have shown an association between movie star smoking and adolescent smoking published, covering different experimental designs in populations ranging from the United States, to Europe, to India. With few exceptions, the studies have demonstrated a relation between exposure to smoking in movies and adolescent smoking. Because the exposure is common, movies account for about 30 percent of smoking onset in the few studies that have examined attributable fraction. This talk will summarize the evidence supporting a causal relation between exposure to smoking in movies and adolescent smoking, emphasizing the consistency of results, illustrated through a meta analysis of published and unpublished studies.
