1. Congress put forth its Agriculture Approps bill. USDA Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program (FFVP), a national program which provides funding for the distribution of free fresh fruits and vegetables to students in selected elementary schools - The USDA Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) has published a report which finds that FFVP increased average fruit and vegetable consumption among students in participating schools on FFVP days by approximately one-quarter of a cup per day (p<0.001). This represents an increase of 15 percent over fruit and vegetable consumption levels in the absence of FFVP. No increase in total energy intake was found, so increased fruit and vegetable consumption appears to have replaced consumption of other foods. Click here for the full report
